Public Service Company Information
Imbalance Trading Guidelines 

1. Requests for trades (swaps) must be received, in writing, by 5:00 PM on the fifth business day following the month the imbalance should have been resolved. 

2. Requests are to be submitted on the Imbalance Trade Request Form and emailed to: dl NGS Reps
3. Swaps must improve the imbalance position of both contracts. Swaps are designed to reduce imbalances to -0-, and will not be accepted if they cause a contract imbalance to move from positive to negative or from negative to positive. 

4. Sterling Operational Area contracts may only swap imbalances with other contracts within their operational area.

5. Positive imbalances ("banked gas") on Western or Southern contracts are ineligible for trades with imbalances on other operational area contracts. Negative imbalances on Western or Southern contracts may, at PSCo's discretion, be allowed to swap with imbalances on other operational area contracts. 

6. Off-System Contracts and Operational Balancing Agreements may be allowed to swap imbalances, within the same operational areas, with prior PSCo approval.

7. Shippers can either nominate to cure an imbalance, or request a trade. If a shipper chooses to use both methods during the same month, swaps will hold precedence. 

8. Trades between two different companies require Imbalance Trade Request Forms from both companies before they will be considered. The information on each form must match, including contract numbers, operational areas and trading volumes. 

9. PSCo will review requests for swaps with Operational Balancing Agreements (OBAs) on a case-by-case basis; these swaps will require management approval. 

10. PSCo reserves the right to disallow any swap request based on operational, financial or tariff considerations. 

11. PSCo is not obligated to find swapping partners for its shippers.  A list of eligible trading partners is posted on the Internet on PSCo's EBB within PRONTO.  

Select “Contracts” from the Menu and Click on “Imbalance Trading List” to display. 

12. PSCo reserves the right to modify these guidelines as the nature of the gas transportation business changes and pipeline requirements demand.
